We will graph and 
analyze river data for different rivers 
and compare the results. 

As artists we will combine materials to 
create a river collage.  

We will refine use of techniques, materials 
and media to design and create images. 

In our spiritual and moral development 
we will: Find out about the significance of 
water in the life of Christ. We will also 
explore the importance of water in a range 
of religions. Rivers are a key feature of 
many landscapes. We will be look at how 
we care for God’s wonderful world.

¶ Identify the parts of a river, process taking place and the effects these have on land use 

along a river’s course

¶ The life process common to animals and plants 
¶ How river based organisms are suited to their environment 
¶ The life cycle of living organisms  
¶ Make and record observations 
¶ Predict what might happen in an investigation. 

¶ Use watercolour paint to create washes then add detail. 
¶ Create mood and feeling, to represent different stages of a river, using colour. 
¶ Mix colours effectively including creating tones 
¶ Create texture with textiles by tying, sewing and pulling threads 

¶ Balanced and controlled body shapes. 
¶ Plan perform and repeat sequences in Gymnastics. 
¶ Use changes of speed, level and direction in gymnastic sequences. 
¶ Employ safe practises and understand the importance of warming up before gymnastic 

activity
